Volunteer Speaking Points – Wingnuts Benefit Baseball Game

Hi, my name is __________ and I am here to talk to you about the 30th annual Wingnuts Baseball game for Guadalupe Clinic.

The game will be on Sunday, June 10th at 1:00 PM at Lawrence Dumont Stadium – tickets are $5 and all proceeds benefit Guadalupe Clinic patients.

For those of you who are not familiar with Guadalupe Clinic, the clinic has provided quality health care to those without health insurance in the Wichita community for over 30 years.  The clinic has three locations and provides outreach at multiple sites across Wichita.

Patients are asked for a $5 donation however, no one is ever turned away.  Patients receive doctor visits, lab tests, X-rays, medicines and other services.  On average each patient costs $100 and we are able to provide for them because of the time, talent, and treasure that is generously provided by people and businesses who support our mission.  We have 270 medical and nursing volunteers that donate in excess of 6,500 hours each year of their time and talents.  

One example of healing is a story about Holly Bay, Events & Catering Manager for George’s Bistro who just recently participated in the Midwest Winefest Reserve Room, using her talents and her company’s food for this fundraising event.  She did so she said because, “I feel honored to help an organization whose services I’ve used.”
Around 1995 when Holly Bay was a working single mother in her 20’s, she had specific medical needs which required healthcare, however her employer didn't offer medical insurance.  Even though she was employed, Holly didn't qualify for state insurance because her income was just a little over the mark, she couldn't afford expensive insurance companies premiums either.  Holly applied for state aided insurance, but she was denied.  She was in the healthcare, “gap.”  
Her Dad explained to her that, because of its generous donors and the hundreds of volunteers who give of their time and talent, Guadalupe Clinic was able to provide healthcare to the uninsured while only requesting a $5 donation from patients.  
Holly received the care she needed from Guadalupe Clinic.  She always felt that staff and doctors were extremely knowledgeable, warm and caring.  She and her daughter are both healthy and happy today.  Now Holly is married and has a happy home with 3 more beautiful children.  Holly is just one example of how Guadalupe Clinic has helped someone at a specific time in their life when they had great need for medical attention.
